
ARTICLE XI – PROGRAMS 

 

Section 1.  This Post may sponsor a Sons of The American Legion Squadron. Such Squadron, 

once formed, shall be subject to the rules, regulations and supervision of this Post as may be 

promulgated by the Post Executive Committee and ratified by the Post Membership, and which 

shall not be in conflict with the rules and regulations set up for the Sons of The American Legion 

by the National Executive Committee, The American Legion. 

 

Section 2.  Said SAL Squadron _______ may adopt its own Constitution and By-Laws, subject 

to approval of same by the Post Executive Committee. Until SAL Squadron _____ adopts its 

own Constitution and By-Laws, it shall be governed by this Post rules and regulations, and by 

the recommended Constitution and By-Laws of a SAL Squadron as has been approved by the 

Department Executive Committee, The American Legion, Department of Texas. 

 

Section 3.  Once created, this Post may cease its sponsorship of SAL Squadron ________ for 

good cause, such as failure to maintain a minimum membership of at least ten (10) members, 

failure to function, participating in activities illegal, immoral or opposed to our form of 

Government and the American way of life, and in the discretion of the Post Executive 

Committee, subject to ratification by the Post membership.
